The Community 
Emergency Response 
Team (CERT) program 

educates people about disaster 
preparedness for hazards that may 
impact their area and trains them 
in basic disaster response skills, 
such as fire safety, light search 
and rescue, team organization, 
and disaster medical operations. 
The CERT course will benefit any 
citizen who takes it. Training will 
be provided by members of the 
Burnett County Law Enforcement 
Citizenôs Auxiliary, utilizing online 
instruction, hands on training and 
emergency scenarios common to 
our area.
